Following the competition of the Ministry of Science 
and Higher Education entitled “Excellence Initiative 
– Research University”, the University of Warsaw

The additional funding has boosted the development 
of 5 priority research areas and the execution	
of 70 measures specified in the application,	
including programmes that support the development 
of employees, doctoral candidates and students.

• �The UW cooperates with 350 partner	
institutions through bilateral cooperation	
agreements.

• �The University is a member of ca. 100 national	
and international networks and associations,	
including Central European Network	
for Teaching and Research in Academic Liaison 
(CENTRAL), European University Association 
(EUA), or Network of the Universities from	
the Capitals of Europe (UNICA).

• �The UW academic community is strongly involved in international	
cooperation. Students take part in grant and internship programmes, 
academics participate in research projects and conferences,	
and university staff participate in international trainings on various fields	
of universities’ administrative activities.

• �In 2022, 3,558 students and doctoral candidates from abroad studied	
at the UW. Our University is the most frequently chosen by international 
students out of all Polish universities.

• �International exchange for students, doctoral candidates and employees	
is organised under Erasmus+ programme, Erasmus Mundus projects, 
bilateral agreements between universities, Visiting Lecturers Programme 
(guest lecturer grants), governmental agreements and research programmes.
